d. The portions of the City south of the Skeena Rarerat a higher risk of wildfire impacts.
2. FireSmart compliance on private property varies. Homes in the northern areas of Terrace, and south of the Skeena Rallsrhgerex reduced
FireSmart compliance due to significant forest cover. These properties are more vulnerable to wildfire.
3. The City of Terrace Fire Department lacks a complete Structure Protection Unit to defend structures from wildfire.
