RULES and REGULATIONS

Revised June 2022
“MAKE IT – BAKE IT – GROW IT – HARVEST IT”

The mandate of the SKEENA VALLEY FARMERS MARKET ASSOCIATION is to promote agriculture and artisans, encourage entrepreneurship and deliver a unique shopping experience to our customers. The SKEENA VALLEY FARMERS MARKET ASSOCIATION (“SVFMA” and/or the Market) shall be governed in accordance with the following Rules and Regulations.   
Definitions
The Board – comprised of President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer and up to 5 Directors, all of whom are members of the Market.  The Board, with a majority of members present, has the right to make the final
decision on the overall running of the Market, implement the RULES and REGULATIONS and impose disciplinary action upon vendors in variance with the RULES and REGULATIONS.
Market Manager – a hired employee of the Market who is responsible for overseeing the operations of the Market under the direction of the Board.  The Market Manager implements the Rules and Regulations. 
Seasonal Vendor – a vendor who has paid the seasonal fees and has a reserved spot for the Market season.  
Drop In Vendor – a vendor who drops in on a casual basis, occupying empty spots at the Market when available.  Drop in spots are determined on a first come, first serve basis with produce vendors taking priority.  Vendor acceptance is at the discretion of the Market Manager.
Region
1.  The SVFMA covers the region from Hazelton to the Coast, including Kitimat and Stewart.   Vendors from outside the region cannot sell items that directly compete with local vendors without approval from the Board.  Agricultural products must be from the local region.  
Hours & Sites

2.  The Licence Agreement with the City of Terrace states that the SVFMA may operate a Farmers Market on Market Street on Saturdays from 7 am to 3 pm during the period May 1 to October 31 of each year of this Agreement.  
3.  Vendors ENTRANCE is Park Avenue and EXIT is Davis Avenue.

4.  The Market opens at 9 am.  Customers are not permitted into the Market before then to allow vendors time to set up.
5.  Seasonal Vendors must arrive no later than 8:30 am or their spot will be considered vacant for the day and made available to a drop in vendor.  Vendors must not remove their vehicle before 1 pm, unless given permission by the Market Manager.  If a Vendor has sold out, they must put up a sign with their name saying – “sorry – we have sold out today”. 
6.  Vendors must keep all of their items contained within their assigned spot.

The spots on Market Street end at the yellow line.

7.  Seasonal Vendors MUST contact the Market Manager by 9 pm Friday if they will not be attending the Market.  THIS RULE WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED and failure to do so will result in loss of privilege to seasonally reserve a spot.  In case of a Saturday morning emergency and you are unable to attend, please contact the Market Manager before 7 am.  Spot number and name of person registered for spot must be given in message.   Market Manager - phone or text 250-641-0362
8.  Drop In Vendors can start signing up at 7 am, but must wait until 8:30 am before setting up in a reserved spot, unless otherwise directed earlier by the Market Manager. 
9.  Seasonal Vendors must not loan or sublet their spot without permission from the Board.
10.  Although spots are assigned to Vendors on a permanent basis, the Board, with input from the Market Manager, reserves the right to reassign sites if deemed necessary for the good of the Market.
11.  Non-Profit and Charitable Organizations – There are 3 spots available at the Market each Saturday as space permits.  These groups will be allowed to drop-in 2 times during a Market Season.  Any exception to this rule is at the discretion of the Market Manager or Board.  These vendors must stay within their assigned spot and not hawk, approach or badger customers.
Costs
12.  Seasonal Fees are $150 and must be paid in full by March 31 of every year, unless other arrangements are made with the Treasurer. 
13.  Drop In Fees are $20 per Saturday to a maximum of $160.  Drop In Fees for youths under 16 are $10 per Saturday to a maximum of $80.  Fees are collected during the day by the Market Manager – please have the correct amount available.  
14.  Electrical – Vendors using electrical will be charged $3 per 15 amp plug, $6 per 30 amp plug and higher, per Market day.  Electrical Fees will be collected periodically and must be paid in full by season’s end.
15.  “Market Bucks” - Vendors, regardless of the product they sell, are required to accept our stamp embossed gift certificates or SVFMA “MARKET BUCKS” for payment.  Vendors will be reimbursed for them at the end of each Market day. 
16. Market Fees shall be established by the Board on an annual basis to ensure that current operating costs are covered.  A separate contingency account will be kept as a reserve fund for unforeseen expenses.

Market Site
17.   No dogs, with the exception of service dogs, are permitted on the Market site.
18.  No bike riding, rollerblading or skateboards are permitted on the Market site.
19.  No smoking or alcohol consumption is permitted on the Market site.
20.  Public washroom facilities are open during the Market.  Please report any maintenance issues to the Market Manager.
21.  Parking on the grass of George Little Park is prohibited, as per City of Terrace regulations.  
22.  Lost and Found is located at the Market Manager’s spot.  The Market is not responsible for lost, stolen, damaged articles or money.
23.  Vendors are to keep their spot clean during Market hours and must dispose of any garbage in the dumpster located by the SVFM Shed.   

24.  Food Concession Vendors must supply their own garbage cans for waste and ground covers to catch grease or oil splatters and safely dispose of them at the end of each Market day. 
25.  Hot Food Vendors are required to have appropriate fire suppression at their site. 
26.  This is a STYROFOAM FREE Market.
27.  Canopy Weights - Vendors MUST HAVE enough weight on each leg of their canopy to ensure it will not move from your designated spot.  Canopies must be freestanding and not attached to any other canopies, but may be attached to your vehicle with your own web straps.  Please talk to the Market Manager or Assistant for clarification on weights.
28.  Music is allowed only in the designated area.  Any other performers will be allowed at the discretion of the Board.  The Music Co-ordinator is in charge of organizing and scheduling musicians for each Market day.

Vendor Conduct
29.  The Market is a place of business and a public forum.  Polite, professional behaviour as well as fair and honest business practice is expected.
30.  Vendors and Market attendees are not allowed to hawk, approach others in an aggressive manner, accost or badger customers.
31.  No one is allowed to give out handouts for soliciting, without preapproval by the majority of the Board present at the Market.
32.  Complaints about other Vendors, their products, pricing issues or the operation of the Market are to be given in writing to the Board.  Public airing of these concerns at the Market is not permitted.  The Market Manager or Boards decision will prevail on the day of any dispute.  If a Vendor disagrees with that decision, a letter must be given to the Board and will be dealt with at the next meeting.
Product Rules
33.  The discretion as to the suitability of products for sale during the course of the Market belongs to the Board.  Vendors are subject to
home visits by Board members to ensure that products being sold are in compliance with our mandate.  “Make It – Bake It – Grow It – Harvest It”
34. Absolutely no used or garage sale items are to be sold at the Market.
35.  Persons holding a business licence and conducting a storefront operation will not be permitted to sell at the Farmers Market.  Farm-gate sales and home-based operations are excluded from this rule.

36.  High Risk Food Items - Vendors selling high risk food items must contact Northern Health for approval.  They must obtain and be able to present their FoodSafe Level 1 as well as strive to have MarketSafe.  SVFMA accepts no responsibility for the monitoring or control of health

and sanitation concerns.    
37.  SVFMA reserves the right to restrict Vendors to three of the same category of product or foods, at the discretion of the Board.
38.  Organic Produce - Vendors selling “organic” must meet the criteria described in the BC Farmers Market Association Rules.    
39.  Non-Livestock Animals - giving away or selling non-livestock animals is not permitted.  Any Vendor selling livestock must be located 30 meters away from any food Vendor.  The selling of livestock is at the discretion of the Board. 
Board
40.  Three Board Directors will be elected each year.  Terms of office
will be three years.  Any seasonal vendor wanting to apply for a position on the Board must have been in good standing for two consecutive years immediately prior to the date of nomination to be eligible.  Nominations will take place at the AGM and up to midnight April 30.  Candidate introduction, orientation and secret ballot voting will take place during the month of May.  The election results will be made public soon after.

Voting

41.  Each spot is entitled to one vote.  Vendors with multiple spots are entitled to only one vote.
