WHY DO
POTHOLES FORM?

When temperatures are above
0 degrees, snow begins to melt,
and the water runoff finds its
way under the road surface
through cracks and other voids.
Often, temperatures drop below
0 degrees overnight, causing
the water in these cracks to
freeze, expand, and ultimately
break apart the asphailt,
forming a pothole.

THE COST OF POTHOLE REPAIR

In Terrace, we can experience freeze/thaw weather patterns for months
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DID YOU KNOW?

Potholes may need to be filled multiple times, often within a 24-hour
period. As vehicles pass over a pothole that's been repaired with a
temporary fix, the pothole may end up reopening quite quickly, depending
on traffic levels—so while you may think a troublesome pothole is never
tended to, you might be surprised how often we've heen there to fix it!
